V listopadu otevrela
dve nova obchodni centra

Breda & Weinstein Opava a Galerie Moritz Olomouc

V zavéru letosniho roku pribyla na ¢esky trh
dvé novad obchodni centra. 15. listopadu ote-
vFel brany projekt Breda & Weinstein pred-
stavujici zdafilou rekonverzi nékdejsiho pi-
vovaru v centru mésta Opavy pod taktovkou
firmy Mint Investments a architekt(i Safer
Héjek. Investice predstavuje éastku nece-
lych 1,4 miliardy korun. Na plose 26 000 m?
zahrnuje obchodné-spolecenské centrum
takfka stovku obchodl, restauraci a sluZeb
véetné multikina CineStar. Pronajato je 92 %
ploch. V zdvéru mésice pak nasledovala
Galerie Moritz Olomouc. Projekt develope-
ra CL Trade s nabidkou cca 41 obchodnich
jednotek na plose 8 000 m? vznikl moderni-

zaci a prestavbou plivodniho OD Prior. Pod
architektonickym fesenim je podepsdn Ate-
liér-r. Investice dosahla 150 mil. korun.

Breda & Weinstein s novou tvari

Breda & Weinstein pokraduje v témér staleté tradi-
ci stejnojmenného obchodniho domu, ktery roku
1898 v sousedstvi otevieli mistni podnikatelé Max
Breda a David Weinstein. Centrum na severnim
okraji historického jadra mésta stoji na plidorysu
méstanského pivovaru, mezi ulicemi Pivovarska,
Na Valech a Nakladni. Z jedné strany jej vymezuje
prodlouzena pési zéna a z opacéné vnitini mést-
sky dopravni okruh se zastavkami MHD. Reali-
zace zacala v ¢ervenci 2011. ,Stavba dopadla

podle nasich pladutay, uvedl arch. Oldfich Hajek
s tim, Ze spojonim cantecné rekonstrukce a no-
vostavby maélo studio snahu zhodnotit historické
fragmenty domu a zkombinovat je s modernimi
prvky. Zachovin byl historicky raz venkovnich
fasad a takéd pivoviraky komin, ktery tvofi archi-
tektonickou dominantu contra. Dikladnou re-
konstrukci profily objokly staré a nové sladovny,
varna i spilki. Nové |6 zastavén prostor horniho
a dolniho pivovarskaho dvora, kde jsou vybudo-
vana ¢tyii obchodni podiazl a dvé podzemni patra
uréena parkingu & 500 misty. Centrum zahrnuje
26 000 m’ plochy. Piojekt, na némz se podilela

Je zdo vyuzito snergeticky ispornych es-
kalatord a vytahi, topeni o chlazeni pak zajistuje

The opening of two new
shopping centres in November

Breda & Weinstein Opava and Galerie Moritz Olomouc

There were two new shopping centres on
the Czech market at the end of this year.
On 15 November the Breda & Weinstein
project opened its gates. It represents
a successful reconstruction of a former
brewery in the centre of the city of Opava
under the direction of Mint Investments
and architects Safer Héjek. The investment
amounted to nearly CZK 1.4 billion. On an
area of 26,000 m? the shopping/community
centre contains nearly one hundred shops,

restaurants and services, including a Cine-
Star multiplex. A total of 92% of the space
has been leased. This was followed at the
end of the month by Galerie w Olomouc.
This project, from the CL Trade develop-
ment company, offers about 41 retail units
on an area of 8,000 m?. It arose through the
modernisation and reconstruction of the
original Prior department store. Ateliér-r is
behind the architectural design. The invest-
ment reached CZK 150 million.

Breda & Weinstein with

a new appearance

Breda & Weinstein is continuing in the almost
century of tradition in the department store of
the same name that local businessmen Max
Breda and David Weinstein opened in the vicin-
ity in 1898. The centre, on the northern edge of
the city’s historical core, stands on the site of the
town brewery, between Pivovarska, Na Valech
and Nakladni streets. On one side it is bordered
by an extended pedestrian zone and on the op-
posite side by the inner city ring road with mass
transit stops. The construction got underway
in July 2011. “The building succeeded in ac-
cordance with our concept,” stated architect
Oldrich Hajek, adding that by combining the par-
tial renovation and new construction, the studio
strove to improve the historical fragments of the
building and to synthesise them with modern
elements. The historical character of the ex-
ternal facades was preserved as was the brew-
ery smokestack, which forms the architectural
landmark of the centre. The old and new malt
house buildings, brewing house and fermenta-
tion building all underwent careful reconstruc-
tion. The space of the upper and lower brewery
courtyard has been newly built. There have been
four shopping floors built and two underground
levels meant for parking with 500 spaces. The
centre contains 26,000 m? of space. The project,
which the VCES construction company and AED
design company also contributed to, earned
BREEAM certification on the level of Good. En-
ergy-saving escalators and elevators are used
here and the heating and cooling is provided by
a single thermal loop with heat pumps.

Mint Investments koupila letos v z&fi v nucené
aukci také obchodni centrum City Olomouc.
Podle slov Sebastiena Dejanovského, partnera
spoleénosti, je prioritou posilit aktivni marketing
centra a zaméfit se na zménu skladby najemcu
a doplnéni mixu v oblasti sluzeb a mody.

Z Prioru Galerie Moritz

Galerie Moritz je situovana pfimo v centru Olo-
mouce. Nakupni centrum vzniklo modernizaci
puvodniho obchodniho domu Prior pochazeji-
ciho ze zacatku osmdesatych let. Novy projekt,
ktery je ohleduplnéjsi ke svému okoli nez jeho
pfedchldce, pochazi z architektonické dilny
Ateliéru-r. Nachazi se v sousedstvi gotického
kostela svatého Mofice, po kterém také pre-
vzal svUj ndzev. Rekonstrukci vzrostly obchodni
plochy na zhruba 8 000 m2. Celkem zde najde-
me v jednom podzemnim a tfech nadzemnich
podlazich 41 obchodnich jednotek. Projekt
nedisponuje prostory pro parkovaci stani. Mezi
najemce Galerie Moritz patfi s dvoupodlaz-
ni prodejnou méda H&M, supermarket Billa,

elektro Euronics, hra¢ky Dracik, obuv CCC,
dm drogerie, knihy Neoluxor, Tescoma, parfu-
merie FAnn, Time Out, Eiffel optic, Scan Quilt
a dalSi specializované obchody. Prvni patro je
vénovano mode, druhému dominuje knihkupec-
tvi a elektro, dopinéné détskym koutkem, potfe-
bami pro domacnost a papirnictvim. V suterénu
se nachazeji potraviny, drogerie a tabak. Pfizemi
vedle mody, ob&erstveni, sménarny, optiky a dal-
Sich sluzeb nalezi kavarné s venkovni zahrad-
kou a vyhledem na Kostel sv. Mofice.

Podle slov Rostislava Veselého z poradenské
spole¢nosti Cushman & Wakefield, ktery povazu-
je olomoucky trh za nasyceny, dnes v Olomou-
ci existuje 1 009 m? modernich maloobchodnich
ploch na tisic obyvatel (tzn. obchodni centra plus
nakupni parky bez hobby market(l a prodejen na-
bytku). Po otevieni Galerie Moritz se toto Gislo
zvysi na zhruba 1 100 m?tisic obyvatel, pficemz
celorepublikovy prlimér je 882 m2. Developerské
aktivity v regionu ale neutichaji a v pfistim roce
je naplanovano otevieni dalSiho velkého projektu
Santovka. Ten zvedne objem maloobchodnich
ploch na zhruba 1 550 m?/tisic obyvatel.

Apart from fashion stores, visitors will also find
a multiplex cinema, children’s corner, fitness cen-
tre, a micro-brewery in the space of the former
brewing house and more refreshments. There
are currently a few free retail units available in
the centre, representing about 8 per cent of the
overall space. The nearly hundred shops feature
brands such as C&A, New Yorker, H&M, Lindex,
Intersport, Spar, Datart, Rossmann, Reserved,
Orsay, Dracik, Tally Weijl, KiK, Gate and CCC
shoes and Reno shoes. There is also a CineStar
multiplex with 6 screens and an overall capacity
of 650 seats and a stylish café (Ka-Varna) situated
together with the micro-brewery in the renovated
hall of the old brewing house. There will also be
a children’s corner and a local Pepa Sport fit-
ness centre, which is planning on opening, along
with some other shops, in the middle of December.
In the spring there will also be a beer restaurant
in the space of the former malt house with an out-
door garden. A Czech Post branch is also in the
plans. The lower ground floor of the three-level
mall is dedicated to an assortment of groceries,
supplemented by electronics, a Rossmann drug
store and more services. The upper ground floor,
with the entrance from the centre of the town, is
oriented on goods from the area of fashions and
shoes, and we will also find a Neoluxor book
shop here. In addition to more fashion brands, the
first floor belongs to sporting goods together with
a Dradik toy store and bank branches. The upper-
most floor of the centre is dedicated to gastronomy
and entertainment. “With the opening of the centre
Opava has 730 m? of retail space per 1,000 in-
habitants and the saturation of the retail network
is thus on a level with cities such as Olomouc, Hra-
dec Kralové or Zlin,” stated Rostislav Vesely from
the retail team of Cushman & Wakefield, which is
in charge of the leasing.

Mint Investments also bought the City Olo-
mouc shopping centre in September of this year
in a compulsory auction. According to Sebastien
Dejanovski, a partner of the company, the priority
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Breda & Weinstein — a successful combination of historical and modern architecture

is to strengthen the active marketing of the centre and to focus on a change
to the composition of the tenants and to add to the mix in the area of ser-
vices and fashions.

From Prior to Galerie Moritz

Galerie Moritz is situated right in the centre of Olomouc. The shopping
centre arose through the modernisation of the original Prior department
store from the beginning of the 1980’s. The new project, which is friend-
lier to its environs that its predecessor, comes from the architectural work-
shop of Ateliér-r. It is located next to the gothic Saint Moritz Church, after
which it also took its name. The reconstruction gave way to retail spaces
on roughly 8 thousand m?. In total we can find 41 retail units on three
storeys here along with one underground level. The project does not have
any space for a parking lot. The tenants of Galerie Moritz include H&M
fashions with a bi-level shop, a Billa supermarket, Euronics electronics,
Dracik toys, CCC shoes, dm drogerie, a Neoluxor bookshop, Tescoma,
FAnn perfumery, Time Out, Eiffel optic, Scan Quilt and other special-
ised shops. The first storey is dedicated to fashions, the second is domi-
nated by a book store and electronics, supplemented by a children’s cor-
ner, housewares and a stationary shop. The grocery store, drug store and
tobacconist are located in the basement. In addition to fashions, refresh-
ments, a change office, optician, and other services, the ground floor fea-
tures a café with an outdoor garden and a view of Saint Moritz Church.

According to Rostislav Vesely from the Cushman & Wakefield consulting
company, which considers the Olomouc market to be saturated, there
is now 1,009 m? of modern retail space (i.e. shopping centres plus retail
parks and notincluding DIY shops or furniture shops) in Olomouc per thou-
sand inhabitants. Following the opening of Galerie Moritz this figure rose
to approximately 1,100 m?%thousand inhabitants, while the country-wide
average is 882 m?. But development activity in the region is not abating and
next year another large project, Santovka, is slated to open. It will raise the
volume of retail space to approximately 1,550 m?/thousand inhabitants.
